This 
weekend we hear the message in the Gospel that reinforces the 
epiphany throughout the rest of the year. When John pointed to 
Jesus and said “Behold the Lamb of God”, he [John] had no idea 
that those words would be used at every Mass, as well as at 
Communion services. Each time the Host is elevated and those 
words proclaimed, we receive the strength to serve others. It is 
through our baptism that we dare to approach the altar. It is 
through our baptism that we recognize what sin is and how 
“worthy” we are to behold the Lamb of God, let alone receive his 
body and blood. The epiphany of the Lord happens each time 
we hear those words of John.
