Lent begins on February 18th: Regulations regarding 
Fast and Abstinence: Abstinence from meat is to be 
observed by all Catholics 14 years old and older on 
Ash Wednesday and on all Fridays of Lent (no meat, 
but eggs, milk, broth are okay). Fasting means limiting 
oneself on a given fast day. Those 18 years of age but 
not yet 59 are obliged to fast on Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday. On fast days, two small meals and one 
full meal are permitted. The small meals together may 
not equal one full meal. Eating between meals on fast 
days is not permitted.
