     In the reading from the Acts of the Apostles this weekend, 
“the number of disciples continued to grow”. So, the Twelve 
selected 7 men to serve the needs of the widows. I see this also 
as an early precursor to our St. Vincent de Paul society. Prior to 
the founding of our local conference of Vincentians, Fr. Joe and 
before him Fr. Tom, and Fr. Dennis would spend many hours 
listening to and helping the people who always came through 
the church doors seeking assistance. Since the local Good 
Shepherds Conference came into being, much, if not all the 
pressure, has been lessened from Fr. Joe’s shoulders, where it 
pertains to people in need of assistance. The conference 
continues to grow and expand, with members from Our Lady of 
the Pines in Nevis, and a member from Faithbridge. One of the 
side effects of this growth has been the ability for Father to 
spend more time in “prayer and ministry of the word”. There 
have also been several inquiries from adults seeking baptism 
and asking for confirmation into the Catholic faith.  
   This week the priests of the diocese will be gathering as did 
the Apostles, to discuss the possibilities the future might hold. 
There will also be an evening address for the lay faithful on 
Tuesday, May 5, from 7:00 – 8:15 p.m. at St. Philip’s Catholic 
Church in Bemidji. The Church is alive and growing in many 
different areas, but the number of priests is declining. Pray about 
how you can be a part of the solution and consider attending the 
evening in Bemidji.
