Lenten Requlations on Fasting and Abstinence

Fasting and Abstinence: On Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and all Fridays of Lent: Everyone
of age 14 and up must abstain from consuming meat. On Ash Wednesday and Good Friday:
Everyone of age 18 — 59 must fast, unless exempt due to a medical condition.
Others are encouraged to fast and abstain, if possible.

The Sacred Triduum (three days) is celebrated on April 2, 3, and 4™. The Triduum is the most sacred time of the entire Church year. The celebration is for all parishioners of
St. Mary’s and St. Peter’s; and everyone is strongly encouraged to participate in all or part of the Triduum.
